1.0 RULES 

1.1
The racing will be governed by the “rules “ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing RRS 2009-2012  these Sailing Instructions and the rules of the Yachting World Dayboat Class Association. In event of conflict these S.I.’s shall govern
2.0
NOTICES TO COMPETITORS

2.1
 Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board located in Colin's Cabin.

3.0
CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
3.1
Changes to sailing instructions will be posted on the official notice board at least 2 hours before the warning signal of the race or races affected.  Code Flag “L” together with a Numeral Pendant to indicate the latest amendment number will be flown from the Club flagstaff. 

4.0
SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

4.1.1 Signals made ashore will be displayed on the club flag staff located on the balcony in front  of the clubhouse.

4.1.2 When Flag AP is displayed ashore “1 minute” is replaced with “not less than 30 minutes”.

5.0
SCHEDULE OF RACES

5.1
Briefing. A Briefing for all competitors will be held in Colin's Cabin or outside at the south side of the clubhouse at 09.30 hrs.

6.0
CLASS SIGNALS
The class signal will be the international code flag ‘D’.

7.0
COURSE AREA
7.1 The course area is in Poole Harbour, south of the Yacht Club.
8.0
THE COURSE

8.1
The diagrams in Attachment A shows the course and, the order in which marks are to be passed and the side on which mark is to be left.

9.0
MARKS

9.1
The rounding marks will be bumpy blue buoys. Their positions correspond to those shown approximately on the course diagram
10.0
STARTS

10.1
Starting line.  The starting line is defined as the line between a mast bearing an Orange flag on the Committee Boat at the starboard end and an outer starting mark at the port end, which will be an orange cylindrical buoy with a flag.

10.2
Limit Marks.  An inner limit mark may be laid adjacent to the Committee Boat and it will be a small spherical buoy. No boat may pass between the limit mark and the committee boat which it guards after the warning signal.

10.3
Starting Procedure

The starting procedure will be in accordance with RRS 26 (5, 4, 1, 0)
10.4 A boat starting later than 10 minutes after her starting signal will be scored DNS
10.5 If flag the AP flag is displayed on the committee boat with one sound signal between races, it will be removed with one sound signal, followed one minute later by the warning signal for the next race
11.0
CHANGE OF COURSE AFTER THE START

A change of course after the start will be signalled before the leading boat has begun the leg.  Any mark to be rounded after rounding the new mark may be relocated to maintain the original course configuration without a further course change signal. A boat will be stationed near the start of the first leg affected and will fly international code flag ‘C’ over a GREEN or RED flag indicating that the direction of that leg lies either to starboard or port respectively of its previous bearing. She will draw attention to this signal by making intermittent sound signals. This changes RRS 33.

12.0
FINISHING LINES  
12.1 The finishing line will be between a mast displaying an orange flag aboard the finishing vessel and the port end finishing mark
12.2 Alternative Finishing Line

(a) After the first boat has finished, the race committee may finish other boats at any mark of the course. This ‘back finishing’ process will be explained during the briefing.
13.0
PENALTIES
13.1
Penalties shall be in accordance with RRS 44 excluding RRS 44.3.

14.0
TIME LIMITS
14.1
RRS 35 shall not apply.


(a) The time limit for each race will be 90 mins. If no boat finishes, the race will be abandoned


(b) When the first boat finishes within the time limit, the time limit will be extended by 20 minutes.


(c) If no boat has rounded the first mark within 30 minutes after a valid start, the race will be abandoned


(d) the target  race time should be 60 minutes

15.0    PROTESTS

15.1
Protests must be lodged in writing at the Race Office on the forms available there, within 60 minutes of finishing the race. If races are sailed “back to back” then they must be lodged within 60 minutes of the finish of the last race of the day. This changes RRS 61.3 and 62.2. In order to avoid formal protest meetings, the RYA Arbitration syste will be available and encouraged.
16.0
SCORING SYSTEM

16.1
The scoring system used will be RRS Appendix A Low Point System.  Two out of the three races are to count.

17.0 SAFETY REGULATIONS

17.1
Life-jackets or other adequate personal buoyancy shall be worn by all competitors at all times while afloat. Wet suits and dry suits are not adequate personal buoyancy.
17.2
Signing On & Signing Off procedures. 

The helm or person in charge of a boat is required to sign a “Signing-On” sheet to indicate intention to go afloat and participate in the racing.  Within 20 minutes of  returning to shore the helm or person in charge will “Sign-Off” provided all crew are safely ashore.  Failure to comply with these procedures may result in disqualification. The Signing Sheets will be located in Colin's Cabin.

17.3
Replacement of Crew or Equipment

Substitution of competitors or equipment will not be allowed unless approved by the Race Committee.

18.0 DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY & INSURANCE

18.1
Members of the club, and their guests and visitors may use the club premises and other facilities entirely at their own risk, and therefore by implication accept that the club will not accept liability for any damage to or loss of property belonging to members, their guests or visitors to the club.

The club will not accept any liability for personal injury arising out of the use of the club premises or any other facilities of the club, whether sustained by members, their guests or visitors, or caused by the said members, guests or visitors, whether or not such damages or injury could have been attributed to or was occasioned by the neglect, default or negligence of any of the officers, committee or employees of the club, or the event volunteers and helpers.

Competitors participate in the event entirely at their own risk. The organising authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the event.

18.2
Boats are required to be adeqately insured including insurance against third party claims of at least £2m
19.0 PRIZES

Prizes will be awarded for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place.

Other prizes may be awarded at the discretion of the organising authority.

The prizegiving is scheduled to take place at 16:30 or before, in the bar of the clubhouse.

The start / finish line will be approximately one third of the distance from mark 3 to mark 1.





Boats must pass through the start / finish line on all legs from mark 3 to mark 1.
