1. SPIRIT OF THE EVENT 

1.1: The Spirit of the Event is to enable Classic Dayboats, some of which are many years old, to be seen and enjoyed by their owners/helms and other users of the Harbour. Some competitors taking part will not be experienced in racing and allowance must be made for this by those who are, or think they are, experienced. Aggressive sailing will not be tolerated and may lead to disqualification. For the avoidance of doubt all Classic Dayboats will race to their personal Bosham Classic Dayboat handicap. This may mean that identical boats will have different handicaps. This applies to all series races, the regattas and any pursuit races. The existence or otherwise of so-called national PYS handicaps is ignored for our purposes. Visiting boats will be given a provisional handicap by the handicap committee for this race. The Fleet is split into two divisions: FAST and SLOW. Visitors will be allocated to one of these divisions according to handicap. 

2. RULES 

2.1: The races will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the prescriptions of the RYA, the Class Rules of those classes taking part, and the Notice of Race (NOR), and these Sailing Instructions (SIs). The Notice of Race and the BSC Buoy Chart/List are an integral part of these SIs and the Notice of Race may override these SIs. 

2.2: All events are designated "Category C". 

2.2.1: All boats must display a sail number unless the RO's permission is obtained not to do so. 

3. DISCLAIMER 

3.1: The safety of a yacht participating in a race, training course or other event organised by the Club (an “Event”) and of her entire management including insurance shall be the sole responsibility of the owner/competitor participating who must ensure that the yacht and crew are adequate to face the conditions that may arise in the course of the Event. 

Neither the establishment of any sailing instructions nor any inspection of the yacht in any way limits or reduces the absolute responsibility of the owner/competitor for his crew, his yacht and the management thereof. 

The Club shall not be responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury however caused (other than death or personal injury arising from the negligence of the Club) to the owner/competitor, his or her crew nor any damage caused to other yachts whether participating or not, as a result of their taking part in an Event. 

Every owner/competitor participating in an Event: 

1) warrants the suitability of his yacht for the Event; 

2) warrants that he or she has in place valid and current insurance against third party claims providing cover of at least £2,000,000 against any one claim or series of claims; 

3) undertakes to indemnify the Club against any claim that may be brought against it arising out of his or her negligence or default whilst participating in an Event; and 

4) accepts that the provision of patrol boats by the Club does not relieve him or her of his or her responsibilities. 

3.2: An Entry in the race is defined as a helm in a specific class of boat. In two-handed boats a change of crew from the feeder pursuit race and the invitation race is acceptable. 

4. SAFETY INCLUDING SIGNING ON AND RETIREMENT 

4.1: Helping those in danger: 

Competitors shall give all possible help to any person or vessel in danger. 

4.2: Personal buoyancy: 

Adequate personal buoyancy shall be worn at all times when afloat by Cadets and persons under 18 years of age. (This changes RRS Part 4 Preamble and RRS 40.1). The wearing of lifejackets or other adequate personal buoyancy shall be worn by all competitors when the Code Flag YANKEE is displayed. 

4.3: Signing on: 

4.3.1: All Competitors must have completed an entry form for the event and paid the appropriate fee( unless otherwise agreed in advance), Late entries will only be accepted up to the briefing and the Class Captain’s discretion and only if a handicap rating can be agreed beforehand. 

The forms shall be completed legibly. 

4.5: Retirement 

4.5.1: A boat that retires from a race shall notify either the Race Officer or a BSC Club Patrol Boat equipped with a radio before leaving the course area. 

5. NOTICES TO COMPETITORS 

5.1: Notices to Competitors will be posted on the notice board above the signing on desk in the BSC Club restaurant or, if appropriate, at the Cobnor Race Hut, or at the Committee Boat.. 

6. CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 

6.1: Changes to SIs made prior to 1 hour before the scheduled starting time of a race will be posted in accordance with SI 5.1. Competitors are advised to ascertain what changes have been made to the SIs before going afloat. 

6.2: Changes made less than one hour before the scheduled starting time of the race will be signalled from the Club starting lines or on a board displayed upon the Committee Boat. 

7. THE COURSE 

7.1: The BSC Buoy Chart and Racing Mark List form part of these Sailing Instructions, these can be obtained from the Club Office or website (www.boshamsailingclub.com) prior to the event 

7.2: Marks in the Thorney Channel:  where the course to be sailed includes marks laid in the Thorney Channel North of the 'Goal Posts' boats must enter and exit the channel by passing between the 'Goal Posts' - see also SI 11.4 

7.3: The Course to be sailed, including the finishing line, will be displayed at the Committee Boat by letters or symbols listed on the BSC Buoy Chart and, when appropriate, with numerals to indicate the number of rounds to be sailed. 

7.3.1: A BLACK LETTER displayed against a white background indicates that the buoy shall be rounded to the side shown on the BSC buoy chart. 

A RED LETTER or SYMBOL against a white background indicates that the buoy shall be rounded to port. 

A GREEN LETTER or SYMBOL against a white background indicates that the buoy shall be rounded to starboard. 

7.3.2: When a COLON is displayed in the course, the sequence before the colon shall be rounded twice before continuing to the marks displayed after the colon. 

7.3.3: When a BLACK AND ORANGE QUARTERED board is displayed in the course, the mark(s) preceding this board shall be rounded once before rounding the marks displayed after the quartered board for the number of times indicated by a numeral displayed at the end of the sequence of the course display. 

Note inclusion of BSC orange “teabag” inflatable marks. The FAST DIVISION course will be displayed above the SLOW DIVISION course on the Committee Boat. 

8. CLASS WARNING FLAGS 

8.1: Class Warning Flags for the Invitation Meeting will be: 

Classic Dayboat Fleet Pennant Numeral 5 

9. STARTS AND FINISHES 

9.1: The start will be on the Committee Boat Line.  The Committee Boat (CB) is a starting mark which shall display the Bosham Classic Dayboat Battle Flag (Number 5 Pennant defaced with the Bosham Bell) and an orange flag and includes any buoy, object or boat attached to it, for the duration of the starting period.  The Starting Line shall be between the orange vertical pole or, in its absence, the mast of the CB flying the orange flag and the Outer Distance Mark (ODM) which is a yellow inflatable mark.   A spherical yellow mark may be laid near the CB and boats approaching the line shall pass between this mark and the ODM. 

  

9.2: Finishing Line shall the BSC Quay Line (Racing Mark Q)
 or, if necessary,

 the Committee Boat Line in which case, The CB shall fly the Bosham Classic Dayboat Battle Flag and display a blue flag.  The CB Finishing Line will be between the orange vertical pole or, in its absence, the mast of the CB displaying a blue flag and the ODM or the last mark of the course or, for a shortened course, the adjacent mark of the course.

10. SHORTENED COURSE 

10.1: Courses may be shortened at any mark of the course. 

10.2: The signal flag SIERRA shall be flown from the Committee Boat or a Patrol Boat near a mark of the course and positioned approximately at right angles to the last leg of the course, in which case the race shall finish between the mark and the mast of the Committee Boat or the Patrol Boat. If the RO considers it necessary to shorten course for the FAST DIVISION alone, flag SIERRA over flag QUEBEC shall be flown accompanied by the appropriate sound signal. If the RO considers it necessary to shorten course for the SLOW DIVISION alone, flag SIERRA over flag BRAVO shall be flown accompanied by the appropriate sound signal. 

11.   MARKS OF THE COURSE (INCLUDING AREAS THAT ARE OBSTRUCTIONS) 

11.1:  Marks of the Course shall be Harbour Federation marks permanently laid, and/or BSC inflatable moveable buoys, and /or navigation buoys and /or beacons all as shown on the BSC Buoy Chart and Racing Mark List. 

11.2:  BSC Committee Boats shall display the Bosham Sailing Club Burgee 

11.3:  Rounding and Passing Marks; For the purpose of Rule 28.1 all marks are rounding marks except for those marks referred to in a course as marks to be passed and which include those listed in SI 11.4 below. 

11.4:  Marks for all Courses (Specific Navigation Beacons which guard hazards): 
 Boats on whatever course they are sailing, so as not to sail over the sunken piles shall: 
a)   only pass on the channel side of the THORNEY CHANNEL PORT and STARBOARD BEACONS commonly known as the 'Goalposts' marking the end of the piles at the end of the Thorney Channel. 
b)  only pass on the channel side of the RED BEACON with a top mark marking the end of the piles of the mud wall on the Chidham shore.  The channel is to the East of the Beacon. 

c)   only pass on the channel side of the GREEN BEACON with a top mark marking the end of the piles on the Bosham shore North of the Quay.  The channel is to the West of the Beacon. 

11.4.c) Continued

Each Beacon and the piles extending inshore from it rank as an obstruction. 
Boats passing inside the on the low water side of any of the beacons specified in paragraphs a, b, c above must retire - this changes RRS31 


12. THE START 

12.1: Races will be started by using RRS 26 with the warning signal given 5 minutes before the starting signal. 

12.2: RRS 26 may be varied as follows: If the RO decides that the CDB Fast and Slow divisions are to have separate starts, the following warning signals shall be displayed for their respective separate start sequences: Fast Division: Numeral 5 over Flag QUEBEC; Slow Division: Numeral 5 over Flag BRAVO 

This SI varies RRS 26. 

12.3: Recalls 

12.3.1 As Rule 29 viz : Individual recall - Flag XRAY with one sound signal - General recall - Flag FIRST SUBSTITUTE with 2 sounds with the Warning Signal (signifying the beginning of a fresh starting sequence as above) being raised one minute after the First Substitute flag is lowered. 

14 TIME LIMITS 

14.1: The time limit will be 2 hours after the Start. Boats finishing after the time limit will be scored DNF. This varies RRS 35. 

15. PROTESTS AND REQUEST FOR REDRESS 

15.1: The Protest Time Limit for protests defined in the first sentence of RRS 61.3 (Protest Time Limit) shall be one hour after the finish of the last boat in the race 

15.2: Protests must be made in writing and handed to the RO together with a cheque made payable to "Bosham Sailing Club Ltd" for £100.00 as soon as possible after the protesting helmsman finishes. 

16. RACING FLAGS 

16.1: It is recommended that Racing Flags be flown by those racing. 

17. PENALTY SYSTEM 

17.1: Unless otherwise stated in the Notice of Race or these SIs (see SI 13) RRS 31 (touching a mark - One Turn) and 44.2 (breaking a Part 2 Rule – Two-Turns) apply. 

18. PRIZES 

18.1: Prizes will be awarded to the first three boats in each class. First prize for the Slow Handicap will be the 1924 ANZAC Cup and for the Fast Handicap, the 1925 ANZAC Cup, both the property of BSC and glassware that may be retained by the winners.  Prize giving will take place at Bosham Sailing Club clubhouse during the evening.
