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Notice of Race
Bosham Classic Dayboat Invitation Meeting24th May 2008
1 Organising Authority 

The Invitation Meeting racing will be organised by Bosham Sailing Club. 

2 The Rules 

The racing will be governed by the rules as defined in the ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing 2005-2008, the Prescriptions of the RYA, this Notice of Race, the Sailing Instructions issued for this event and the Class Rules. This Notice of Race may be amended by a Notice to Competitors from Bosham Sailing Club. If there is any conflict with a Sailing Instruction, the Sailing Instruction shall prevail. 

3 Conditions of Entry 

3.1 DISCLAIMER AND INSURANCE 

The safety of a yacht participating in a race, training course or other event organised by the Club (an “Event”) and of her entire management including insurance shall be the sole responsibility of the owner/competitor participating who must ensure that the yacht and crew are adequate to face the conditions that may arise in the course of the Event. 

Neither the establishment of any sailing instructions nor any inspection of the yacht in any way limits or reduces the absolute responsibility of the owner/competitor for his crew, his yacht and the management thereof. 

Every owner / competitor participating in an Event: 

(1) warrants the suitability of his yacht for the Event 

(2) warrants that he or she has in place valid and current insurance against third party claims providing cover of at least £2,000,000 against any one claim or series of claims: 

(3) undertakes to indemnify the Club against any claim that may be brought against it arising out of his or her negligence or default whilst participating in an Event; and 

(4) accepts that the provision of patrol boats by the Club does not relieve him or her of his or her responsibilities. 

3.2 SAFETY REGULATIONS 

Personal buoyancy: 

Adequate personal buoyancy shall be worn at all times when afloat by Cadets and persons under 18 years of age. (This changes Part 4 Preamble and RRS 40.1). The wearing of lifejackets or other adequate personal buoyancy shall be worn by all competitors when the Code Flag YANKEE is displayed. 

Wet suits and dry suits are not adequate personal buoyancy. (This amends RRS 40.1) 

3.3 ENTRIES 

All entries to be made on the official Entry Form downloadable from the BSC website, obtainable in advance from the BSC office and available at registration on the day of the Event. The entry must be accompanied by the entry fee of £10 (double-handers) or £6 for single handers. Please make cheques payable to Bosham Sailing Club. 

All helms and crews who are under 18 years of age during the Event are required to submit Parent/Guardian Declarations signed by their parent or guardian with their entry form or at the Event registration. This form is downloadable from the BSC website, obtainable in advance from the BSC office and available at registration on the day of the Event. 

4 Sailing Instructions 

Copies of the sailing instructions, course charts, entry forms, plus other information are downloadable from the BSC website, obtainable in advance from the BSC office and available at registration on the day of the Event. 

5 Briefing 

Briefing for the Invitation Race will be held at Pilsey Beach at 1315hrs 

6 Racing Programme and Course

Following the usual Pursuit “feeder” Race to Pilsey in the morning and the briefing at Pilsey, the Open Invitation Race will start at 1400hrs from a Committee Boat in the area between Pilsey Sands and East Head. The identity of the Committee Boat and her approximate position will be indicated at the Briefing and the course will be set in the harbour. 

7 Scoring 

The Low Points Scoring system (modified) will be used with the first boat scoring 0.75, 2nd 2, 3rd 3 and so on. 

8 Appeals 

There shall be no appeal from the decisions of the Protest Committee as allowed by RRS 70.4(b). 

9 Prizes 

The following prizes shall be awarded: 

Slow Handicap 1st, 2nd and 3rd for the 1924 ANZAC Cup 

Fast Handicap 1st, 2nd and 3rd for the 1925 ANZAC Cup
