NOTICE  OF  RACE

The Event will be held at Poole Yacht Club, and all races will be sailed in Poole Harbour. The event will be split into two days, Saturday being two races round the Harbour Islands for the Tanglefoot Challenge, and Sunday being three races for the Newton Trophy

1.0   RULES

Racing will take place under the RRS 2009-2012, the Sailing Instructions and the rules of the YWDB Class association.  The Organising Authority is Poole Yacht Club Sailing Committee.  In the event of any conflict, the Sailing Instructions, shall prevail 

2.0   ELIGIBILITY
The entry is open to all YW Dayboats sailed by helms who are members or affiliates of the YWDB Class Association.
3.0   ENTRIES

Entries shall be made using the event entry form, and accompanied by the entry fee with a cheque payable to YWDB Class (Poole). Competitors must also register at the Sailing Cabin at the rear of the clubhouse from 08:30 Saturday 4th July.

All competitors, if not already members will be made temporary members of Poole Yacht Club for the period 4th to 5th July inclusive.

4.0   FEES
Fees will be £11 per boat per day, or £17 per boat for both days.

6.0   MEASUREMENT
Each boat requires a valid Race Certificate, which may be required to be shown at the Event Registration. No formal pre-event measurement will take place, however a checks may occur during the event.

7.0   SAFTEY REGULATIONS

Life-jackets or other adequate personal buoyancy shall be worn by all competitors at all times whilst afloat. Wet suits and dry suits are not adequate personal buoyancy.

8.0 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Sailing Instructions will be issued at Registration. A draft version may be available for download from the Class Association website in advance of the event.

9.0 VENUE

All events will take place within Poole Harbour.

10.0 THE COURSES

The courses wll be shown in the sailing instructions.

11.0 THE PENALTY SYSTEM

The scoring Penalty, rule 44.1 will apply.

12.0 SCORING FOR SUNDAY

The low points scoring system of RRS Appendix A will apply.

The event has three races scheduled.

Two races to count, one discard

13.0 DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY
